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Foreword

Dear Guest,

Lastyear, EU milk producers faced one of the most serious dairy crises of recent years. Immediate actions were taken
by policy makers to contain it, and these have undoubtedly helped to stabilise prices at a more reasonable level.
At the same stage, the Commission established a new High Level Group on Milk, so that Member State experts
could consult producers and other stakeholders about the situation.

In this process, we are looking at the factors that contributed to the crisis and seeking to learn lessons for the future.
Some of these factors were temporary or exceptional, others were structural. Some were weather-related, others
were connected to the balance in the food supply chain. This opens a broader discussion about farmers' revenues,
about their role in the food supply chain, about contractual relations, and ways of addressing market volatility.
This conference provides a further opportunity to better understand the context.

The market has to continue to play its role, but we need to consider new mechanisms to act as safety nets against
the volatility of prices. We have to make sure that we have an improved, innovative policy toolkit available in future,
which can permit us to do more to ensure that there is greater security for farmers in times of such genuine crisis.

The tools we will find to address the difficulties on the dairy market could be relevant for other agricultural sectors.

This is the challenge, and it is a challenge that we can only address together.
