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Considerations on the legal basis of article 25 paragraph 1 TFUE 


The ‘Let me vote’ ECI is fully within the scope of the Commission’s attributions in virtue of which it can propose a legal act to the Union. 

In this regard, the Commission should consider the question of the right to vote in political elections in the next report on European citizenship which it is due to present in 2013. 

As required by article 25§1 TFUE, « This report shall take into account the development of the Union ». 

Developments concerning the area of freedom, security and justice and budgetary and fiscal Union, for instance, invite a reinforcement of the mechanisms of European democracy. 

The report will therefore need to make appropriate proposals for the right to vote in all political elections, including national and regional ones, to be granted to European citizens in their country of residence. 

This would constitute a strong signal, showing a common desire for a more fraternal, more responsible, stronger Europe, respectful of the common values on which the Union is founded and which are proclaimed in article 2 of the European Union Treaty and the Charter of Fundamental Rights. 

In accordance with Article 25§2 TFUE, it would then be up to the Council, on the basis of the report of the Commission (‘on this basis’), to adopt, with the consent of the European Parliament, the proposed provisions ‘to add and to strengthen to the rights listed by Article 20(2).’ 
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
