3 PART D:  Financial Identification Form
The form and characteristics of documents to be submitted in support of a request for the validation of third-party file registration as defined in Article 64 of Commission Regulation N°2342/2002 laying down detailed rules for the implementation of Council Regulation (EC, Euratom) n° 1605/2002 on the Financial Regulation applicable to the general budget of the European Communities (OJ L 357, 31.12.2002) requires that :
