NEW ZEALAND (28 Feb 2011) Earthquake:  Following the 6.3 magnitude earthquake that hit New Zealand's second largest city Christchurch (population of 350,000) last Tuesday the death toll increased to 148, with 200 people still missing. Emergency response teams were mobilized and coordinated through the National Crisis Management Centre to comb through rubble and hunt for survivors.  A quarter of all the buildings in a 4sq km CBD area have been damaged. That figure will continue to grow as more structures are made unstable. Forensic experts arrived from Thailand and Britain. USA (28 Feb 2011) Storms:  The development of potentially widespread damaging winds and a few strong tornadoes over parts of the Tennessee Valley and Southern Appalachians today. LIBYA (28 Feb 2011) Civil unrest: On Saturday the Tunisian Government stated that 40,000 people had crossed its borders since 20 February, with an additional 10,000 expected to cross last night. Of this number approximately 18,000 are Tunisian, 15,000 Egyptian, 2,500 Libyan and 2,000 Chinese. Meanwhile in Egypt the authorities told UNHCR that 55,000 people have crossed the border since 19 February. This includes 46,000 Egyptians, 2,100 Libyans and 6,900 third country nationals, mainly from Asian countries. UN High Commissioner for Refugees, António Guterres called upon the international community to respond quickly and generously to enable these governments to cope with this humanitarian emergency.
