Description

An objective of the project is to make interdisciplinary students aware and
to empower them together to make ‘a better tomorrow’ possible.

Students will discuss issues
related to citizenship (diversity, migration), social cohesion (public safety,
inclusion / exclusion, equality, aging / generation problems), and
‘glocalism’ (local + global, identity).

The IP target groups are Social work, Health students, Economic,
Technical students, Education, and Teacher training students.

During 3 year IP implementation 150 students from different disciplines
and 30 members of teaching staff will implement their knowledge in wide
range of social issues, discussed in European Union. Working in
interdisciplinary groups students and teaching staff teams will make their
input in their opinion and knowledge formation what let them generate
innovative proposals to the EU institutions how to improve the support for
social cohesion. The project partners and IP itself will contribute to the
training of new European generation with developed active citizenship
characteristics.

During 3 year IP implementation we plan to prepare and publish reports of
every session (3 volumes), where will be put together the participants’
findings, providences, conclusions, and set questions for next IP meetings.
The project partners are going to publish newspaper and leaflets about
enrichment and renewal of social cohesion in European society.

In the end of the IP the partners plan to prepare and publish final book with
generated recommendations to the EU institutions how to improve the
support for social cohesion, also experts’ and teaching staff publications
concerning IP project implementation, produced teaching material,
academic and personal achievements of the members of target groups,
and methodological recommendations how to motivate students to assist
in IP projects.

Description
