EMOS contains information from a variety of di� erent data 
providers. It covers various fuel types such as gas, electric-
ity, oil and petroleum products, and various geographic 
regions. It also contains information on the energy infra-
structure in the European Union, the neighbouring coun-
tries and in Europe•s major supply regions.
