  Notification of the Alcoholic Beverage Control Committee Concerning Rules, Procedures, and Conditions on Containers, Labels, and Warning Messages for Manufactured or Imported Alcoholic Beverage B.E….

----------------------------------------------------------------------------
By virtue of Section 26 (1) of the Alcoholic Beverage Control Act, B.E. 2551 which is the Act containing certain provisions in relation to the restriction of the right and liberty of person in respect of which Section 29 in conjunction with Section 41, Section 43 and Section 45 of the Constitution of Thailand so permit by virtue of the law, the Alcoholic Beverage Control Committee, with the approval of 

the National Alcoholic Beverage Policy Committee, hereby issues the following notification.

1. In this Notification,

“package” means containers or packaging which 

are used to contain alcoholic beverage.

“container” means bottles, cans, jars, or utensils of 

other nature which are used to contain alcoholic beverage.

“packaging” means boxes which are used to 

contain or wrap the container of alcoholic beverage, regardless of whether by filling or otherwise, but in any case, shall not include crates used specifically for convenience of transportation.

2. The container shall be in accordance with the 

following rules.

 (1)  container in a form of bottle shall have net 

containing quantity of no less than 250 millimeters per one container.

  
 
       (2) container in a form of can, jar or bag shall have net containing quantity of no less than 300 millimeters per one container.

      
                  (3)  container in any other form than those prescribed in (1) and (2) shall have net containing quantity of no less than 300 millimeters per one container.



3.  A label affixed on the package which is manufactured in or imported into the Kingdom of Thailand shall not have any word or message which may lead consumers to understand that the alcoholic beverage is safe or has a positive effect on health or has the level of substance which is less toxic to health than alcoholic beverage in general, or have any word or message which is deemed as advertising alcoholic beverage whether or not directly or indirectly. The label shall have the following words thereon.




“Alcoholic beverage

No sale of alcoholic beverage to person whose age is under 20 years old is permitted, the violation of which is subject to 1 year imprisonment or a fine of 20,000 bahts,”

which shall be displayed horizontally at the topmost of the label, in the “Angsana New” Thai alphabet, or any other alphabet similar thereto, the size of which is no less than 20 points in bold and in white colour on pitch-dark background, which is legible and clearly visible in a form attached herewith.



4.  A label affixed on the package shall display warning message on a harm and toxic of alcoholic beverage, to be produced in 5 forms in 4 colour offset photo, alternately in order, in the rate of 1 form per 1,000 packages.



The warning message on the harm and toxic of the alcoholic beverage in all 6 forms shall be in accordance with the forms attached to this Notification as follows.

Form 1
“drinking alcohol causes cirrhosis of      

                    liver”

Form 2
“drinking alcohol and driving may cause  

                    disability and  death”

Form 3
“drinking alcohol may cause loss of         

                    conscience and  loss of life”

Form 4
“drinking alcohol causes sexual          

                                      impotence”


Form 5 
“drinking alcohol is self destruction, and 

                                      destruction to children and family”

Form 6
“drinking alcohol sets bad example for 

                    children and youth”


 
The display of warning message on the harm and toxic of alcoholic beverage on the package shall be in accordance with the following rules.

                   (1) In case the package is in a square shape, the space for the warning message on the harm and toxic of alcoholic beverage shall be no less than 50 percent of each of the side which is most spacious or the side that is, by nature, the front and the back sides.



  (2) In case the package is in a round or cylinder shape, the space for the warning message on the harm and toxic of alcoholic beverage shall be no less than 30 percent of the total surface space of the package.



   (3) In case the package is in any other shape than those specified in (1) and (2), the space for the warning message on the harm and toxic of alcoholic beverage shall be no less than 30 percent of the total surface space of the package.



The warning message on the harm and the toxic of the alcoholic beverage shall be made only in the model form as provided for by the Alcoholic Beverage Control Committee, the size of which is adjustable in consistence with the rules specified in the foregoing, the proportion of the horizontal and vertical lines remains unchanged.



5.  The display of warning message on the harm and toxic of alcoholic beverage in (4) shall be made on the package or on any other materials sealed and affixed on the package in a permanent manner and is not easily wear and tear. 



6.  This Notification shall not apply to alcoholic beverage which is manufactured or imported for distribution outside the Kingdom of Thailand, or manufactured or imported for use as sample for experiments, analysis or research, with full details on the manufacture or import so provided, and which is not for commercial benefit in the Kingdom.



7.  In case there arises questions concerning the application or the implementation of this notification, the Committee on Alcoholic Beverage shall make a decision thereon. The decision of the Committee shall be final.



8.  This notification  shall enter into force after the period of one hundred and eighty days from the date of its announcement in the Royal Gazette.
