Dear Sir, dear Madam,

I am writing to with regards to the point 4.1 ‘DecaBDE’ of the Consultation of parties in the frame of the amendment of the annex to the ROHS Directive. 

PHB is a recycling company situated in the Netherlands and specialized in processing various kinds of plastic waste. 

For the past 2 years, PHB has also been processing WEEE plastics. These plastics contain, among others, the flame retardant DecaBDE. 

Experience from our company indicates that processing plastics containing the flame retardant DecaBDE does not pose a risk on PHB worker’s health or the environment as concluded by it’s European scientific assessments reports. 

Furthermore these recycled plastics containing DecaBDE are useful when added to a new flame retardant plastic product.

As far as we know there are no (affordable) alternatives for this DecaBDE within the plastic industry or on any commercial basis. The question if there are any limitations to the alternatives cannot be answered and a profit/loss analysis for these alternatives can therefore not be made.
We would be grateful should our experience be taken into account and could support a decision aiming at exempting the flame retardant DecaBDE from the EU RoHS Directive.
