The PROGRAMME "Investing in People" - CHILDREn & Youth
1.1
Background

In conformity with the Financing Instrument for Development Cooperation (DCI)
, with the Thematic Strategy Paper and with the multiannual indicative programme Investing in People
, the Annual Action Programme 2007 (AAP)
 covers four main areas: good health for all, education, knowledge and skills, gender equality, other aspects of human and social development (employment and social cohesion, youth and children, culture).

The programme Investing in People is complementary to and strengthens the cooperation actions already implemented at national and regional level: it focuses on strengthening the country approach through support for global or regional partnerships, direct agreements with international organisations, tenders and calls for proposals mainly to support the development of innovative policy action, exchanges of good practice and capacity-building, the development and introduction of ‘global goods’, and the implementation of specific pilot programmes. In countries where such cooperation does not exist, the programme acts as a catalyst for change. Its added value lies in its ability to support and shape the policy agenda for global initiatives of direct benefit to the EC's partner countries.

1.2
Objectives of the programme and priority issues
The global objective of the Programme is to help the EC's partner countries to improve their human and social development levels by achieving the Millennium Development Goals (MDG). The strategic priorities and objectives of the Multi-Annual Programme addressed by the 2007 Annual Action Programme are:

•
Contributing to the reduction of mortality rates and mitigating the impact of HIV-AIDS, TB and malaria;

•
Increasing the enrolment of children from hard-to-reach groups in basic education;

•
Contributing to the abandonment of social norms and practices harmful to women and the girl child (female genital mutilations/cutting, child marriage and infanticide);

•
Improving responsiveness of budgetary processes and financial resources allocation to gender equality objectives;

•
Supporting on-going reforms in the area of gender equality in the Mediterranean;

•
Supporting the development of decent work indicators, disaggregated by sex and supporting developing countries manage labour market adjustment to maximise the benefits of trade;

•
Supporting regional networking and coordination of cultural actors and supporting the planning and coordination of cultural policies of a regional scope;

•
Supporting capacity building to promote policy dialogue and effective programming to tackle trafficking, violence against children and other forms of exploitation; and

•
Preventing and reintegrating child victims of armed conflicts and other cases of child abuse and mistreatment.

Gender mainstreaming approach will be taken in all activities implemented under the Annual Action Programme. Furthermore, synergies will be sought among interventions supported under different themes of Investing in People, other thematic programmes and the Community research framework programmes.
The "Youth and children" component of the programme Investing In People aims at providing support for initiatives leading to a better understanding of the main issues related to the protection of children and youth and an improved capacity of stakeholders to design programmes and pursue policy dialogue at country and global levels. In the framework of the activities carried out in this regard, the participation by children and youth in the definition of the actions concerning them will be stressed. To this end, support will be given to enhance the capacities of NGOs and other civil society representatives to implement actions in accordance with the priorities identified.

The present call for proposals is launched to identify actions aimed at preventing harm to children affected by armed conflicts, at fighting against child trafficking and rehabilitating victims.
Priorities for this call for proposals fit into a context of increased international mobilisation and will focus on the following issues:

1/
Children affected by armed conflicts;

2/
Child trafficking and connected issues.

The objectives of the call for proposals are on the one hand to support activities and good practices aiming to reduce the number of children directly or indirectly enrolled in armed conflicts, as well as to improve the capacity of civil society to advocate policies against child abuse in armed conflicts, and on the other hand to support activities and good practices aiming to reduce child trafficking and connected issues.

1.3
Financial allocation provided by the Contracting Authority

The overall indicative amount made available under this Call for Proposals is EUR 3.4 million from the 2007 budget. Subject to the decision of the Budgetary Authority, an additional amount in the order of EUR 10 million
 may be allocated to this Call for Proposals from the 2008 budget. The Contracting Authority reserves the right not to award all available funds.

In the case where the minimum percentage foreseen for a specific lot cannot be used due to insufficient quality or number of proposals received, the Contracting Authority reserves the right to reallocate the remaining funds to another lot within this call or to another call under the programme "Investing in People".
Size of grants

Any grant awarded under this Call for Proposals must fall between the following minimum and maximum amounts:

In addition, no grant may exceed 90 % of the total eligible costs of the action (see also section 2.1.4). The balance must be financed from the applicant's or partners' own resources, or from sources other than the European Community budget or the European Development Fund.

Rules FOR thIS call for proposalS

These guidelines set out the rules for the submission, selection and implementation of actions financed under this Call, in conformity with the provisions of the Practical Guide to contract procedures for EC external actions.

The majority of terms used in the present guidelines are explained in the Glossary to the Practical Guide to contract procedures for EC external actions.

In addition to the Glossary, the following definitions apply:

Partnership
the grouping of organisations i.e. the main applicant and its partners for the purpose of implementing the proposed action

Applicant
the organisation responsible for submitting the application
Partner
member organisation of the partnership other than the applicant
Associate
organisation that plays an active role in the action but which cannot benefit from funding under the grant
Subcontractor 
organisation contracted by the beneficiary or its partner(s) in accordance with the appropriate procedures in order to execute specific tasks in implementing the action

Re-granting  
financial support that may be given to third parties by the beneficiary of the Community grant where the implementation of the action so requires, subject to the conditions laid down in Article 120 of the Financial Regulation and 184a of the Implementing Rules of the Financial Regulation

Eligibility criteria

There are three sets of eligibility criteria, relating to:

· applicant(s) which may request a grant (2.1.1), and their partners (2.1.2);

· actions for which a grant may be awarded (2.1.3);

· types of cost which may be taken into account in setting the amount of the grant (2.1.4).

2.1.1
Eligibility of applicants: who may apply?

(1) In order to be eligible for a grant, applicants must:

· be legal persons and
· be non-profit making and
· be an organisation promoting children's rights and
· be nationals
 of: 
i) one of the Member States of the European Economic Area
, or

ii) one of the countries listed in Annex J to the present guidelines.
Furthermore, reciprocal access in the least developed countries as defined by the OECD/Development Assistance Committee
 shall be automatically granted to OECD/DAC members
  and
· be directly responsible for the preparation and management of the action, not acting as an intermediary. 

 (2) Potential applicants may not participate in Calls for Proposals or be awarded grants if they are in any of the situations which are listed in Section 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide to contract procedures for EC external actions (available from the Internet address indicated at the beginning of the section 2).
In part A, section III and, if applicable, in part B, section VI of the Grant Application Form (“Declaration by the applicant”), applicants must declare that they do not fall into any of these situations.

2.1.2 
Partnerships and eligibility of partners

· Partnerhsips

Applicants may act individually or with partner organisations.

However, Applicants having the nationality of one of the EEA countries must act in partnership with similar organisations that have the nationality of the country where the action is to be mainly implemented (see section 2.1.3, 'Location'). 
In any case, partnership is strongly recommended (see section 2.3, step 4, point 3.3. of the evaluation grid).

· Partners

Applicants’ partners participate in designing and implementing the action, and the costs they incur are eligible in the same way as those incurred by the grant beneficiary. They must therefore satisfy the same eligibility criteria as applicants. In addition to the categories referred to in Section 2.1.1, the following are however also eligible as partners: international organisations (as defined by Article 43 of the Implementing Rules to the EC Financial Regulation
). In the case of international organisations, the nationality criterium indicated under 2.1.1. does not apply)
The following are not partners and do not have to sign the “partnership statement”:

· Associates

Other organisations may be involved in the action. Such associates play a real role in the action but may not receive funding from the grant with the exception of per diem or travel costs. Associates do not have to meet the eligibility criteria referred to in Section 2.1.1. The associates have to be mentioned in Part B section IV - “Associates of the applicant participating in the action” of the Grant Application Form.
· Subcontractors

The grant beneficiaries have the possibility to award contracts to subcontractors. Subcontractors are neither partners nor associates, and are subject to the procurement rules set out in Annex IV to the Standard Grant Contract (see Annex F on the last page of the present guidelines).
The applicant will act as the lead organisation and, if selected, as the contracting party (the "beneficiary").

2.1.3
Eligible actions: actions for which an application may be made

Definition 
An action (i.e. a project) comprises a series of activities organised on the basis of a "logical framework" (see Annex C on the closing page of these guidelines).
Duration

The initial planned duration of an action may not be lower than 12 months nor exceed 48 months.

Sectors or themes

This call for proposals covers 2 different sectors (or themes), each of them being subject of a specific Lot.

Lot 1:

The issue of children affected by armed conflicts

The efforts undertaken by the actions selected should overall enable to decrease significantly the number of children affected by armed conflicts, both directly (enlistment) and indirectly, to identify good practice applicable in various contexts and to prevent further enlistment. Actions should first and foremost target children indirectly affected by conflicts (orphans, mutilated, displaced or care and education-deprived children…), although part of the action activities could be dedicated to children directly affected by the enlistment in forces in conflict.

Actions must be consistent with the EU Guidelines on Children and Armed Conflict
 (8 December 2003), the Checklist for the Integration of the Protection of Children affected by Armed Conflict into ESDP Operations
 (2006), the EU Concept for support to Disarmament, Demobilisation and Reintegration (DDR)
 and the Paris Principles (Principles and Guidelines on Children Associated with Armed Forces or Armed Groups
 - February 2007).

Actions shall also aim at strengthening the capacities of local civil society actors involved in the promotion of children's rights.
Lot 2:

Child trafficking and connected issues

The expertise of civil society organisations promoting the observance of children's rights, as well as their capacity to influence and monitor the public authorities’ strategies in this domain, both at national and local levels, will be improved and the magnitude of the problem in the intervention area will be reduced as far as possible.

In addition, the proposed actions should seek to strengthen local professional capacity and networking and enhance the sustainability of local services’ capacity. Although such assistance in the area of child trafficking and connected issues may take place in any third country (see paragraph on "Location" hereafter), priority will be given to actions to help nationals of countries or regions where the situation is particularly serious. To this end, proposals must clearly identify each specific situation and provide all the essential elements (concrete and verifiable, e.g. reference to statistical reports or official data) to give technical evidence of the gravity of the situation.

In this context, the proposed actions should be designed to produce specific, measurable results in response to identified problems. Their justification must be based on concrete, recent, and verifiable information that can clearly identify specific problems and the related constraints (social, economic and political). It is thus necessary to set clear objectives based on a specifically tailored strategy and intervention methodology that incorporate complementary, consistent activities suitable for tackling the identified problems directly. The means to be deployed should stem logically from this approach, and verifiable objective indicators should be set separately for each proposed activity (see Annex C – Logical Framework).

Actions will be selected, inter alia, on the basis of their expected results and potential effectiveness. Each proposal should have its own performance and success indicators, which must be objective and verifiable. The results should meet at least one of following priorities:

· Prevention;
· Strengthening the level of effective rehabilitation of child victims of trafficking;
· A significant reduction of child trafficking in the area(s) targeted by the action

The proposed activities should be designed to strengthen local professional capacity, skills and networking, and enhance the viability/sustainability of local services and strengthen institutions.

Applicants submitting proposals for this lot may cover in their proposal aspects relating to the problem of children affected by armed conflicts.

Location

Actions must take place in one or more of the following countries:

Lot 1:
The issue of children affected by armed conflicts

· Any country affected by an armed conflict, either at national or local level. Priority will be given to the priority countries under the EU Guidelines on Children and Armed Conflict (the list currently includes the following countries: Afghanistan, Burma, Burundi, Chad, Colombia, Cote d’Ivoire, Democratic Republic of Congo, Haiti, Iraq, Israel/Occupied Palestinian Territories, Lebanon, Liberia, Nepal, Philippines, Somalia, Sri Lanka, Sudan and Uganda); 
· Any country in a post-conflict situation where there is a need for support to rehabilitation and reintegration processes for children that were enlisted in armed forces or armed groups.

Lot 2:
Child trafficking and connected issues

The countries listed in Annex J to the present guidelines. Actions may include marginal activities in other countries, provided that these activities have a direct link to the activities carried out in the country or the area which is the main target of the action.

Types of action

Types of action which may be financed under this call are:

Lot 1:
The issue of children affected by armed conflicts

· Lobbying and awareness raising on the various legal instruments on the issue: Universal Declaration of Human Rights
; Charter of the United Nations
; Resolutions of the Security Council; The Geneva Conventions and their Additional Protocols
; Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court
; African Charter on the Rights and Welfare of the Child
; Convention on the Rights of the Child
; Ottawa Convention on Anti-Personnel Mines
; Worst Forms of Child Labour Convention
.

· Encouragement to sign, ratify and/or translate into national legislation and effectively implement these various instruments.

· Training, awareness-raising and lobbying activities, in particular against the enlistment of child soldiers and in favour of their rehabilitation.

· Research, study, collection, publication and dissemination of information concerning children in armed conflicts.

· Legal, medical, psychiatric and material assistance and support to children that have been indirectly involved in armed conflicts.
· Support to national reconciliation processes, including the components of peacekeeping missions related to children indirectly involved in armed conflicts.

With a view to optimise the impact of the actions, it is suggested that applicants should ensure that the proposed action does not duplicate/overlap with ongoing or planned actions in the area concerned, and funded either by the EC or by other donors and actors. In addition, please note that an action in the same context is also co financed by the EC and implemented by the International Labour Organisation through its International Training Center. The applicants are invited to acquaint themselves with this project (see Annex H) and to take it into account to ensure optimal synergy (see section 2.3, 4th step, point 2.2. of the evaluation grid).

Lot 2:
Child trafficking and connected issues
· Lobbying and awareness raising on the various legal instruments on the issue: Universal Declaration of Human Rights; Charter of the United Nations; Resolutions of the Security Council; Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court; African Charter on the Rights and Welfare of the Child; Convention on the Rights of the Child; Worst Forms of Child Labour Convention; Ouagadougou Action plan to combat trafficking in Human Beings, particularly women and children
; the Palermo Protocols
.

· Encouragement to sign, ratify and/or translate into national legislation and effectively implement these various instruments.

· Activities which support and promote the drafting and implementation of National Anti Trafficking Action Plans particularly those sections which address Child Trafficking.

· Research, study, collection, publication and dissemination of information concerning children victims of trafficking.

· Training, awareness-raising and lobbying activities, in particular in relation to prevention.

· Activities to dismantle child trafficking networks, in all countries/areas of origin, transit, and destination concerned.

· Activities to strengthen the capacities of the institutions concerned (security forces, police, justice, immigration services, work inspection agencies, employers' and workers' organisations, etc.).

· Legal, medical, psychiatric and material assistance and support to children victims of trafficking, and activities which promote effective cross border victim support and protection.
· Social rehabilitation of the victim and, where appropriate, of the victim's family.
· Legal actions for compensation.

With a view to optimise the impact of the actions, it is suggested that applicants should ensure that the proposed action does not duplicate/overlap with ongoing or planned actions in the area concerned, and funded either by the EC or by other donors and actors.

N.B. Lot 1 and Lot 2
The European Commission is financing with UNICEF a project implemented by UNICEF to prepare a "Child Rights toolkit". The toolkit will provide a variety of important actors – governments, donors, civil society and International Organisations - with tools to help them better integrate children's rights into a whole range of political, legal, budgetary and programmatic actions and structures that will help ensure that children can actually enjoy their rights. The applicants are invited to acquaint themselves with this project (see Annex I) and to take it into account to ensure optimal synergy.

Similarly, the applicants whose proposals are selected will be invited to inform the European Commission of good practices and other information gained during the implementation of their action, so as to feed into the toolkit in the process of its development.
Particular attention will be paid to environmental issues, to the mainstreaming of gender equality, to the equality of opportunity, as well as to the rights of the child belonging to minorities and indigenous peoples. Proposals will need to show, whenever relevant, how these issues are taken into account in the design, implementation and monitoring of the activities
.

Visibility 

Applications should include a communication and visibility strategic plan both in the Full Application and the budget
Monitoring and Evaluation

Applications (full application form) should include planning, human resources and budget for the monitoring and evaluation systems of the proposed action.

Re-granting
In order to support the achievement of the objectives of the action, and in particular where the implementation of the action proposed by the applicant requires financial support to be given to third parties, the applicant may propose awarding sub-grants.
Any such re-granting must be duly justified. The applicant must indicate in the proposal (Full Application Form) the exact amount to be awarded in the form of re-granting as well as specifying the minimum and maximum amounts that may be allocated to third parties. In addition, the applicant must specify the criteria to be used to select the beneficiary third parties and to determine the exact amount to be awarded and include a fixed list of the different types of activity that may receive such financial support. The afore-mentioned elements will be included in the grant contract and, for each activity assigned in this manner, a specific narrative and financial report annexed to the grant contract activity reports will be required.

The maximum amount is limited to EUR 10,000 per third party of the sub-grant while the total amount which can be awarded as sub-grants to third parties is limited to EUR 100,000.
In no circumstances may re-granting be the principal activity of the proposed action.
The following types of action are ineligible:

· actions concerned only or mainly with individual sponsorships for participation in workshops, seminars, conferences, congresses;

· actions concerned only or mainly with individual scholarships for studies or training courses;

· actions supporting political parties;

· actions including proselytism;

· one-off conferences: conferences can only be founded if they form part of a wider range of activities to be implemented in the life-time of the action. For these purposes, preparatory activities for a conference and the publication of the proceedings of the conference do not, in themselves, constitute such "wider activities";

Number of proposals and grants per applicant

An applicant may submit more than one proposal per LOT under this Call for Proposals. In cases where several proposals are submitted by the same applicant and could be selected for financing, the EC reserves the right to reject the lower ranked proposals, following an analysis of the proven capacities of the applicant.

2.1.4
Eligibility of costs: costs which may be taken into consideration for the grant

Only "eligible costs" can be taken into account for a grant, (the categories of costs considered as eligible and non-eligible are indicated below). The budget is therefore both a cost estimate and a ceiling for "eligible costs". The eligible costs must be based on real costs based on supporting documents (except for subsistence costs and indirect costs where flat-rate funding applies).

Recommendations to award a grant are always subject to the condition that the checking process which precedes the signing of the contract does not reveal problems requiring changes to the budget (for instance arithmetical errors, inaccuracies or unrealistic costs and other ineligible costs). The checks may give rise to requests for clarification and may lead the Contracting Authority to impose modifications or reductions to address such mistakes or inaccuracies. The amount of the grant and the percentage of co-financing as a result of these corrections may not be increased in any case.
It is therefore in the applicant's interest to provide a realistic and cost-effective budget.

Eligible direct costs

To be eligible under the Call for Proposals, costs must comply with the provisions of Article 14 of the General Conditions to the Standard Grant Contract (see Annex F on the last page of the present guidelines).

Contingency reserve

A contingency reserve not exceeding 5% of the direct eligible costs of the action may be included in the Budget of the action. It can only be used with the prior written authorisation of the Contracting Authority.

Eligible indirect costs (overheads)

A lump sum not exceeding 7% of the total amount of eligible cost of the action may be included as indirect costs in the budget of the action. These costs concern administrative overheads generated by the implementation of the action and should not overlap with any of the budgeted items nor should they be used to cross-subsidise other actions undertaken by the beneficiary. 

Indirect costs are ineligible if the beneficiary receives in other respects an operating grant from the European Commission.
Contributions in kind
Contributions in kind do not represent actual expenditure and are not eligible costs. Contributions in kind may not be treated as co-financing by the beneficiary.
The cost of staff assigned to the action is not a contribution in kind and may be considered as co-financing in the Budget of the action when paid by the beneficiary or partners.

Notwithstanding the above, if the description of the action as proposed by the beneficiary foresees the contributions in kind, such contributions must be listed in section 3 of the Full Application Form (Annex A, Part B) and must be provided.

Ineligible costs

The following costs are not eligible:

· debts and provisions for losses or debts;

· interest owed;

· items already financed in another framework;

· purchases of land or buildings, except where necessary for the direct implementation of the action, in which case ownership must be transferred to the final beneficiaries and/or local partners, at the latest by the end of the action;

· currency exchange losses;

· taxes, including VAT, unless the beneficiary (or the beneficiary’s partners) cannot reclaim them and the applicable regulations do not forbid coverage of taxes;

· credits to third parties.
2.2
How to apply and the procedures to follow

Prior registration in the PADOR system (Potential Applicant Data On-Line Registration)
 is not obligatory under this Call for Proposals. Nevertheless, all organisations that wish and have the possibility both to register and to upload all required supporting documents for this Call for Proposals (see section 2.4) are strongly invited to do so.

Concept Note content
Applications must be submitted in accordance with the guidance on the Concept Note included in the Grant Application Form annexed to these Guidelines (Annex A, Part A) taking care to use the correct application documents for this Call (to be downloaded from the EuropeAid website at
http://ec.europa.eu/europeaid/cgi/frame12.pl ). Any Concept Note using the format relating to any other Call may be rejected.

The guidelines and the application forms for this call are available in English and French.  However, applications may be submitted in any of the following Community languages: English, French, Spanish or Portuguese, whichever is commonly used in the country of origin of the target population.

In the Concept Note, the applicants must only provide an estimate of the total eligible costs of the action together with the amount of contribution and percentage requested from the Contracting Authority. Only the applicants invited to submit a full proposal in the second phase will be required to present a detailed budget. This detailed budget may not vary from the initial estimate by more than 20%. The applicant is free to adapt the percentage of co-financing required as long as the minimum and maximum amount of co-financing, as laid down in the present Guidelines, is respected (see section 1.3).
Any error or major discrepancy related to the points listed in the guidance on the Concept Note may lead to the rejection of the Concept Note.

Clarifications will only be requested when information provided is unclear, thus preventing the Contracting Authority from conducting an objective assessment.
Hand-written Concept Notes will be rejected.
The Concept Note together with the Checklist for the Concept Note (Part A, section II of the Grant Application Form) and the "Declaration by the applicant for the Concept Note" (Part A, section III of the Grant Application Form) must be submitted in one paper original in A4 format.
Concept Notes must be submitted as well in electronic format (CD-Rom). The electronic version must be identical to the submitted paper version.
Only the Concept Note form will be evaluated. It is therefore of utmost importance that this document contains ALL relevant information concerning the action. No additional annexes should be sent.

2.6
