BACKGROUND  

1) Pullulanase 

1. The 38th Session of the Codex Committee on Food Additives and Contaminants, noting that JECFA 
had evaluated Pullulan (INS 1204) as “Not Specified”, agreed to include it in Table 3 of the GSFA at Step 4 
and to request proposed use levels in the food categories listed in the Annex to Table 3 (ALINORM 
06/29/12, para. 36). 

2) Codex International Numbering System (INS) for Food Additives 

2. The 32nd Session of the Codex Committee on Food Additives and Contaminants agreed to request 
comments for additional revisions to the INS System on a standing basis (ALINORM 01/12, para. 74).

1) Proposals for maximum use levels of Pullulan (INS 1204) in the food categories listed in the 
Annex 3 to Table 3 of the GSFA;

Committee on Food Additives.
