to the Memorandum of 2 September 2004 between the European Community and the
Russian Federation on veterinary certification of animals and animal products
to be exported from the EC to Russia

concerning veterinary certification of animals and animal products to be exported from
the EC to Russia as of 1°* January 2007, date of accession of Bulgaria and Romania to the
EU

I.As from 1 January 2007, following the accession of Bulgaria and Romania to the EU,
products of animal origin manufactured in the establishments in the Member States of
the European Community will only be exported into the Russian Federation when they
are produced and stored fully in accordance with the requirements for importation into
the Russian Federation.

Products of animal origin manufactured of raw material originating in Bulgaria and
Romania which in accordance with the EC legislation are not allowed to be placed on
the Community market, will not be allowed for import into Russia, either directly from
Bulgaria and Romania or via other EC Member States.

3. The European Commission will ensure that the above requirements are respected on the
basis of implementation of the provisions of the Memorandum of 2 September 2004
between the European Community and the Russian Federation on veterinary
certification of animals and animal products to be exported from the EC to Russia and
its Annex of 4 April 2006, in particular the provisions on the chain of certification.

4. The Food and Veterinary Office of the European Commission will audit the correct
implementation of the chain of certification of animals and animal products to be
exported from the EC to Russia, including the pre-export certification as described in
the Memorandum of 2 September 2004 and its Annex of 4 April 2006. The European
Commission will submit results of such audits to the Russian competent authorities. In
particular, when the audits will reveal serious shortcomings the Russian competent
authorities will be informed immediately of such results including the follow-up given
to such audits.

5. The two sides will cooperate closely to prevent fraud and to this end to intensify the
work of the working group on fraud prevention.

6. The two sides will not export to each other's territories commodities for which a
potential serious risk for animal health and/or public health has been identified. The two
sides will inform each other immediately of any such risk, including the information of
consignments that have been certified for export.
