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Objectives and results

This project aimed at raising awareness amongst high school teachers and students about the issue of trafficking of women and young people for the purpose of sexual exploitation. To this end, a comprehensive educational package (toolkit) for schools, following a human-rights approach was developed.
To achieve the objectives the following activities were undertaken:

· A survey of the existing educational material on trafficking in human beings

· Workshops involving all partners to design and prepare the toolkit and to develop a questionnaire for gathering information on trafficking in the three countries

· Seminars to discuss the materials with teachers

· Interviews with main stakeholders working in the three countries (NGOs, police, judges, social workers, lawyers)

· Drafting, editing and translation of the components of the toolkit

· Advertising and dissemination
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
