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Objectives and results
The project aimed to pursue research into various aspects of crime prevention. The activities were based on interdisciplinary cooperation, with a European comparative approach. 

Among the issues explored were: 

- factors of deviant behaviour

- criminalisation

- perceptions of crime

- public polices for prevention

In all, 46 meetings and workshops were attended by more than 500 researchers, policymakers and practitioners. They facilitated the exchange of research findings, best practice and other information.
