Objectives and results
The project aimed to improve cross-border practical cooperation in corruption cases and to develop a mutual understanding among national authorities and organisations. The focus was on innovative approaches to fighting corruption and closer cooperation between practitioners and researchers. Prosecuting and fighting corruption in the countries of Western Balkans and of the European Neighbourhood Policy was given especial consideration. 

The training course was organised from 10 to 19 July 2008 in Austria. It involved around 60 representatives of the judicial authorities, law enforcement bodies, civil society and universities.
