Objectives and results

The project focuses on the transit of counterfeit goods through the new Member States, where it seems to be neglected by Law Enforcement Agencies (LEAs) because it is considered as a ‘second class’ offence.

Research was carried out to identify existing standards and best practices for investigating counterfeiting crimes in EU countries and for recovering the criminals' assets. On that basis, an operational toolkit was prepared and training courses were set up for the judicial authorities, legal practitioners and public officials, to strengthen their professional capabilities.
