This project contributed to the implementation of the strategy developed in the Communication ‘Towards a general policy on the fight against cyber crime’ (COM(2007) 267), adopted on 22 May 2007.

The training was intended for the staff of various law enforcement services and of European and international bodies. A particular focus was put on developing closer cooperation with the private sector. 

The final meeting was held at Europol in September 2010.
