2. What personal information do we collect and through which technical means?

The processing operations on personal data linked to the organisation and
management of this consultation are necessary for the management and functioning of
the Commission, as mandated by the Treaties, and more specificaly articles 5, 7 and
211 - 219 of the EC Treaty.

Technical information

The consultation system uses session "cookies' in order to ensure communication
between the client and the server. Therefore, your browser must be configured to
accept "cookies'. However, it does not collect personal or confidential information of
any kind, nor any IP address from your PC. The cookies disappear once the session
has been terminated.

If you decide to send in an additional position paper by email, your reply and personal
data will be collected through the e-mail of the European Commission. The e-mail
system of the European Commission abides by the security decisions and provisions
established by the Directorate of Security of the European Commission.



3. Who has access to your information and to whom isit disclosed?

As regards the contributions received by the consultation system: the identity of all
contributors will be published on the Internet unless the contributor objects to
publication of the personal data on the grounds that such publication would harm his
or her legitimate interests.

As regards emailed contributions: received contributions, together with the identity of
the contributor, will be published on the Internet, unless the contributor objects to
publication of the persona data on the grounds that such publication would harm his
or her legitimate interests. In this case the contribution may be published in
anonymous form. Otherwise the contribution will not be published nor will, in
principle, its content be taken into account.

4. How do we protect and safeguard your infor mation?

Your replies, together with your chosen language used for drafting the reply, are
recorded in a secured and protected database hosted by the Data Centre of the
European Commission, the operations of which abide by the Commission's security
decisions and provisions established by the Directorate of Security for this kind of
servers and services. The database is not accessible from outside the Commission.
Inside the Commission the database can be accessed using a Userld/Password.

Access to the application is via a non-encrypted connection using the normal http
protocol.
