Integrated Health sensors from Caalyx, which can assist elders and allow them to restore their self-confidence in their own health and prevent important deviations. 

A Day Navigator from COGKNOW, which can help ageing people with early dementia to experience greater autonomy and enhanced quality of life. 

A vital parameter component from DREAMING, which provides elderly people who wish to in their own house with a level of safety at least equivalent to that they would enjoy in an elderly home. 

Advanced white goods from EasyLine+, which support elderly person and disabled to have independent life. 

Pressure mat for detecting vital data from EMERGE to support elderly persons, especially, singles, staying longer at home, feeling independent and safe. 

Some calendar systems from Forget-me-not that are developed to help solve problems for people with dementia. 

An intelligent toilet developed between several partners, which assists the use of a toilet for elderly persons and persons with a disability and thus increases their autonomy and independence. 

An interactive picture frame developed between several partners, that supports the social integration of senior citizens by providing an easy to use touch screen based phone system. 

TouchSmart PC from HP that puts digital life at your fingertips and allows alternate access for individuals with some disabilities or age-related limitations. 
OfficeCalc 200 from HP with a large, 14 digit display for easy viewing and large easy to use buttons.
Digital Picture Frame from HP that shows off your shots and video files on a high-resolution display. There is no computer needed and it allows users to print directly.

Microsoft’s Xbox has a mat controller that is operated by one’s feet attached and will be running a game that measures a user’s calorie use.

Windows Home Server provides the storage capacity to organize all an individual’s data in one safe and secure location.
Understanding Time device from MomAMI that can remind the user with a light dementia about events and actions to perform.
Medicine reminder from MonAMI, which reminds and prevents the user from taking wrong medication.

Light Sensor from MonAMI, which provides very essential information on what happens at home.
Devices from Tunstall that shows how technology, can be used to enhance the opportunities for independent living.
