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IPv6 -

Requirements and User Expectations
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Address Space

Make basic services accessible for every internet user.
Increase the number of available addresses.
Roll it out! (critical mass)

Security

Infrastructure security is relevant for IPv6 (routing & name-resolution).
Other security aspects should be handled on application layer.
Again: Roll them out!

Quality of Service

For the vast majority of applications simple overprovisioning or
multi-noming is enough.
Postpone investments!

Direct Connectivity

IPv4 address space work-arounds often not perceived as limiting
because they offer a degree of security as well.
Leverage the Internet of Things as key driver!
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
