Legal basis: 



•The Deputy Chairman – the Secretary of State or 
Undersecretary of State nominated by the Minister 
of Internal Affairs;  

•The Chairman – Minister of Culture and National 
Heritage; 
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Members in the rank of Secretary or Undersecretary of State 
nominated by: 

– Minister of Justice;  

– The Head of the Chancellery of the President of the Prime Minister;  

– Minister of Foreign Affairs;  

– Minister of National Education;  

– Minister of Science and Higher Education. 

– Minister of Finance (The Chief of Customs Service); 
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Members nominated by: 
– The Prosecutor General; 

– Commander-in-Chief of the Border Guard;   

– Commander-in-Chief of the Police;  

– Secretary – appointed by the Chairman of the Committee from among employees of the 

Ministry of Culture and National Heritage; 

– Chairman of the Committee may invite other entities to participate in the work of 

the Committee including representatives of the National Broadcasting Council 

and representatives of collective rights management organizations.   
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It is also planned to include as well Members designated 
by: 

– Minister of Economy;  

– President of the Patent Office of Republic of Poland;   

– President of the Competition and Consumer Protection Office;  

– President of the Electronic Communication Office; 

– Minister of Administration and Digitalization (recently established). 
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General Objective 

 Coordination of activities conducted by:  

1) Governmental administration; 

2) Law enforcement agencies  (the Police, 
Prosecutor General office, the Customs 
Service and the Border Guard); 

3) Organisations representing rightholders.

• First stage January 2011 – September 2011;

pursuing such crimes; 
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•conducting activities aimed at improving social awareness in 

terms of threats resulting from taking medicinal products 
whose origin is unknown or which were purchased in places 
not intended for their distribution.
