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This report presents the main findings, rationale and recommendations for regional, national and 
Community policies to improve research excellence in universities. It summarises the results of the 
work done throughout 2008 by CREST OMC Working Group (WG) on ‘Mutual learning on approaches 
to improve the excellence of research in universities’. The report offers a great variety of information: 
analysis tools, good practices, comparisons of certain instruments used at the national level, such as, 
inventories of new developments, and existing policies and instruments. 

The overall objective of the Working Group was to carry out a mutual learning exercise on the scope, 
objectives and measures of national policies to improve research excellence in universities, to learn 
more about the effect of these policies, to identify good practices, and to develop recommendations 
for improving the policies and their impact on research in universities.
