Antonello Soro (1948) was appointed for a seven-year term by the Italian Parliament as one of the four
Commissioners in the panel of the Italian Data Protection Authority in June 2012. In July 2012 he was
appointed President of the Italian DPA by the other Commissioners.

Prior to his appointment, Mr. Soro was Mayor of the city of Nuoro and Member of the Regional Council
of Sardinia.
