�	Repeat this part for each member of the consortium.


�	The Authorising Officer can decide the procedure for assessing financial capacity: either by assessing the proofs requested in 2.1 or by assessing the financial capacity based on the data requested in 2.1.1, in particular taking into account the duration of the action  and the level of co-financing and the prefinancing (see guidelines on risk- based choices for grants management: http://www.cc.cec/budg/imp/grants/risk-assessment-aos-general-en.html).


�	The thresholds are applicable to each beneficiary and depend on the risk assessment made by the AO. The obligation may be waived pursuant to Article 173.4 of IR.


�	To be provided for natural person.


�	If, on the basis of these documents, the Authorising Officer considers that the required financial capacity has not been proven and/or it is not satisfactory, then it will be possible to: 


ask for further information and/or


require a bank guarantee and/or


offer a grant agreement without pre-financing and/or


reject the application, where minimum financial capacity requirements were clearly set in the call.


�	Repeat this part for each member of the consortium.


�	Or insert an appropriate logframe.


�	The value of subcontracts should be clearly indicated in the Budget under the "other implementation contracts"   heading. The AO may, depending on the portion of the activities to be sub contracted, request additional information on the procedures that will be followed by the Applicant to award the implementation contract and ensure that the "best value for money" principle and absence of conflict of interest will be respected. 


�	If the implementation of the action allows for detailed planning of activities, the Authorising Officer may decide to use both 2 and 2 (a). 


�	Alternatively, the Authorising Officer may require a planning chart (e.g. Gantt chart). It is up to the applicant to choose the most appropriate one.


�	Paragraph to be adapted if the programme concerned is covered by one of the exceptions laid down in the second paragraph of Article 112(1) of the Financial Regulation (provided for in the basic act  or for crisis management aid or humanitarian aid operations).
