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Introduction

Concerning the attitudes toward tBaropean UnionKU) in the Lhited Kingdom (UK) the
European Commission is keeping track ofi e p gebdral opidias level ofknowledge and
information, and familiarity with certain important issues.

The main themes in the report are the following:

18571 in 2006- and Flash Eurobarometer 203 2007). However asthe presentjuestionnairdas
changedotally, there is no possibility to comparétivtheprevious waves.

The surveybds fi el dwolankanibarslFebraary820@.dOvep8000 bet ween
randomly selected citizens aged 16 years and older were interviewed ingtnet@mentegions of

the UK;with roughly 500 respondents in ea@gion.The interviews were carried out via landline
telephone. To correct for sampling disparities, a-gusttification weighting of the results was

implemented based on important sedemographic variables.

f Awarenesso f t he E UO& s ThamBUncelebmtedsita 8jrthday in 2007,
but two-thirds of UK citizens were not awaoé this. A concern for the future was
that the oveb4 yearolds weremuch more aware, 44% vs 2586the 1539 year
olds. Just one in five citizens could recall the football match that was played to
celebrate thanniversary.

1 Awareness of trade links with the EU A majority of citizenswere aware that the
EU is a more significant trade partner for the UK than theNUt$e: Currently60%
of t he UKDG®G siswitlkthedet,rwhile only 10&isiwéth the USHowever,
many citizens (79%) wee unaware of the extent ofisth mbal ance i n the UKS®S
trade with the two entities.

1 Opinions as tothe benefits the EU brings to its Member States A relative
majority of UK citizens but less than halfgreel that the EUhassecuréd peace,
prosperity and democracy for its Member Stafdsose citizens with the highest
levels of education were most in agreement with this proposition (59%).

1 Opinions as to thebenefitsthe EU brings for individuals: All the benefits listed
were seen as beneficial by a majority of UK citizens. This was especially the case
for travelling and taking holidays in another Member State, where almost 80% of
citizens supported the argument. All other benefits (e.g. transferring money, buying
property, &) were also seen as being useful, but more people did not give an
answer.

citizens. Among those with the highest levels of education, fitnise reached
54%.

1 Regional differencesi most positive attitudes: Of the 12 UK regionsNorthern
Ireland was by far the one whose citizens were appreciative of the EU and its
policies. It outstripped the UK regional average in several areas: e.g. +10
percentage points above the average in thinking that the EU had bpeagletand
democracy, +1pointsrethe U K dirsprovedability to combat climate change, +10
points in its support for reducing the usepoivate carsAfter Northern Ireland,
Scotlandwas one of the most positive regions of the UK; for example, it was
second only to Northern Ireland in supporting
agreeing to raise taxes on cars and petrol and in being willing to reduce personal
carbon footprints.

1 Regional differencesi less positiveattitudes: The Eas't of Engl andbés ¢
regularly gave the most sceptical views about the EU (coming bottom in 11 of the
24 questions that asked for approval of the
average in timking that the UK now had a greater say in promoting freer global
trade and in supporting efforts to reduce the use of private cars. The South East was
also often near the bottom of the regional rankings, e.g. 8 points below average in
thinking that the W now had a greater say in climate change and in fighting
terrorism.

1 Socicdemographic highlights Those respondents with the highest levels of
education were much more likely to agree that the EU has brought peace and
democracy to Europe-13 points abwe the UK average) and to say that the EU has
made it easier to travel in other Member Statd®), Those still in education also
had mostly positive attitudes, e.g. +10 points above average in agreeing that it was
easier to take holidays in another Memi&¢ate. Younger citizens were the ones
most willing to agree to efforts aimed at reducing the use of private cars (+6) and to
change their methods of travel (+7) to reduce carbon emissions.

the UK regions.The Scotsverethemost aware of the anniversary (37% of citizens); followed by
those inthe South West and Yorkshiredth 36%) regionsThe least aware were citizens living in the
WestMidlands (27%).

Investigatingheawarenessf theE U 6 s" bihBayamong UK citizens by demographic cross
sections (e.g. sex, agears of studysubjective level of urbanisatioi)we found significant
differences betweethedifferent demogralpic segments. Men wetbeleast likely tobe uninformed
compared tavomen. Asfor age the trend was lineawith awareness growing with aghe
difference between the youngest and oldagstensamounted to 20 percentage points.

There is not such aedr trend when it comes tioelevel of educationthose with the highest lexsel

In terms ofsettlement type<ity dwellers were more aware than inhabitants of smaller taunds
villages. Asfor type of occupationywe found thathe currently noremployed(i.e. mostly retired)
citizens were most aware of thaniversaryandthe manual workershe least.

We had sufficiently reliable sample sizes for each group at the UK level (see charts in the Annex).

The lowestsized groups in the sample were manual workers (300 people) and those still at school
(497 people).

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As for demographic division morewomenthan mer(amongthoseaware of thenatch) thought it
was agood idea to celebrate the EWirthdayin this way.By age, we found an inverse linear trend
of the celebratio@s popularity (the older the respondeht less likelythey wereo approve of the
idea.) Asfor educationthere waso clear trend: it was mostly students who found it a good idea
while it was less popular with people with the highest levels of education.

As to subjective level of urbanization and occupational division there were no significant differences.

Finally, we asked those aware mhtch whether they found thedntinentaEuropean players and
football managerbrought benefitso British football. This question reflects a controversy whether or
not the influx of foreigmplayersincreaseshe overall levebf the game played in the various

divisions or whether this is harmful to the nurturinghafmegrown British talent.

Most (67%) of those aware of thisemorialmatch thought thatndeed,continentaEuropearplayers
and managensere an asset to Bigh football.A quarter (24%) of respondents, however, did not
agree while 8% could or would not answer this question.

We found greater variations from region to regitr@ nhabitants of Northern Ireland were the most
positive (82%)while thosefrom the NorthEastwere the least positive about tinfux of continental
Europearplayers and managers (58%hecitizens of the Greater London region (79%&re rather
positive about this issue.

Responses varied within the differel@mographic segmentste proportion of men approving of

2.1. Peace, prosperity, democracy ?

Showinga generally positiveattitude, arelative majority of UK citizens agree
that the EU secures peace, prosperity and democracyor its Member States

According to this survey, a relative majorityuf less than hajf46%) of UK citizens believe that the
Unionguarantees peace, prosperity and democracy fbtdtaberStates.A significant minority
(39%) think the oppositgndthe proportion of those who could rmovide ananswerto this
question isalsorather high(15%).

In general, the proportion of those Vidal that
the EUbringspeace, prosperity and democracy ranges from 41% to 56%. The highestwatee
measured in Northern Irelarffi6%), in London (52%) and Scotland (5P%vhile the citizenf the
Eastof Englandregionwere the least likely to agree (41%).

Therewere two regions, where tiseless enchanted by the Eid those rolesoutweighedthose with
a favourable opiniarthere werdcast Midlands (46%lisagred vs. 43%agreel) and the
aforementionedtast of Englandegion (42% vs. 41%).

The dfferences according to soedemographic segmenigre also pronouncedlen were far more
positive than women about this beneficial role of the EU (52% vs. 40%), while within the women,
there wereequal numbers (40% on each side) agreeing and disagreeing.

When looking at respondefits a wedaund ecleartrend: the older the citizen, the less likely he/she
is to seethe Union as the keeper of peace, prosperity and demdtracyghout the Mendr States
However,exceptfor theoldestgrouping,there were more positive than negative opinions in every
otherage group.

The level of education, toshoweda linear correlation wittheacknowledgne n t opfosititeU 6 s
role: the better educated thigizen, the more likely her she igo believe that the EU ensuriggse
fundamental valueacrossMemberStates. It is onlthosepeoplewith thelowest education levels
where negativattitudes outnumber positive ones.

Member States, Northern Ireland was the anbyion, besides Greater London, where more than half

of the respondents were in agreement (56%, +10, the highest figure of all the regions). It was also the
Northern Irish, whd among all UK residents were the most likely to acknowledge the various

cross-border benefits of EU membership, such as the ease of working (75%, +6), travelling (84%, +5),
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studying (75%, +9), or investing (65%, +7) in another EU Member State. One should not forget that it
is only Northern Ireland, among all of the UK regionst ties a land border with another Member
State, Ireland, with all that implies in terms of historical, trading and national relationships.

Support for the various EU priorities (such as combating climate change, securing energy supplies
and creating jobsral growth) was the highest in Northern Ireland as well, with very few citizens not
backing the EUn the pursuit ofts key policy goals. The two priority areas where Northern Irish
support wasiotthe highest in the UK were in the fight against terrorésrd the struggle to cope with
illegal immigration, but even in these areas the support was overwhelming.

The Northern Irish were not only backing the fight against climate change as a key EU policy goal,
but they were the most likely to stand behind vasi&U or locatlevel proposed initiatives to contain
and eventually lower carbon emissioAsross theJK, each of the related policy initiatives received

the most backing in Northern Ireland. The highest levels of support were seen in regard to motoring:
people in this region were by far the most open to accept additional taxes on cars and petrol (68%,
+14) as well as other measures aimed at decreasing the use of private cars (75%, +10) in order to
reduce traffic congestion.
