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Introduction

Nearly every country in the EU is fatavith the prospect of a population that is getting progressively

older: birth rates are declining while life expectancy is rising. This demographic evolitiobe

accompaied by profound social changes: in terms of social protection, housing and ereptoyor
exampleHowever , the EU popul atig aso basing @ isteomgunapbct omgei ng

The political debate has often focused on the negative challenges of ageing, such as the need for
increased expenditure on pensions, health care aanidl sprotection systemsSuch systems are
dependent on the concept of (inkenerational) solidarity, an integral part of the European economic
and social system, anid thereforei a crucial factor in thisddebate. According to the European
Commission, solidarity and the creation of links between younger and older generations should not be
seen in strict financial terms. The Commission recommends placing equal importance on the
promotion of mutual cooperatioand interchanges between the generations, as well as better
understanding and new forms ofegistencé

The Flash Eurobarometeintergenerational solidarity (Flash N 269) fieldwork was conducted
between 20 and 24 March 2009. Over 27,000 randgeilcted citizens aged 15 years and over were
interviewed in the 27 EU Member States. Interviews were predominantly carried out vidirfexed
telephone reachingca. 1,000 EU citizens in each country. Parts of interviews in Austria, Finland,
Italy, Portugal and Spain were conducted over mobile telephones. Due to the relatively leliméixed
telephone coverage in Bulgaria, the Czech Republic, Estonia,aldfithuania, Hungary, Poland,
Romania and Slovakia, 300 individuals were sampled and interviewed onta-face basis.

To correct for sampling disparities, a pe#atification weighting of the results was implemented,
based on key socidemographiovariables. More details on the survey methodology are included in
the Annex of this report.

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Main findings

Existing relations between the younger and older generations

e EU citizens were most likely to accept tlyatung people and older people do not easily agree
on what is best for society(69% agreed) anchostlikely to disagree thablder people are a
burden on society(85%).

e In all EU Member Statesat least halof respondentshoughtthat the generations do not easily
agree on what is best for societlgg proportion ranged fromi0% in the Netherlands to &3in

e The youngest respondentmfler 2% were the most likely to think thgbung people and older

e Cypriot and Greek responderdppeared to be thmost likely to agree with théwo previous
statements, while Danish, Dutch aBdtish intervieweesvere themostlikely to disagree For
example, 78% of Greeks and Cypriots agreedfdva¢r jobs will be available for younger people
if older people extend their arking livescompared to 26% of Danes and 48%%o of British
and Dutchrespondents.

Costs of an ageing populatiohin terms of pensions and elderly care

e EU citizens were in agreement thifteir national governments must make more money
available for persions and care for the elderly in 18 Member states, at &a8 in 10
respondents agreeahd not more than orsixth disagreedwith this proposition

e The statemerit in coming decadesgovernments will no longer be able to pay for pensions
and care for older peoplei received a total level of agreement ranging from approximately 4 in
10 interviewees in Bulgaria and Romania to twice as many in Portugal (81%).

e Respondents aged between 25 and 54 were the most concerned about the affordability of
pensionsslightly more thar6 in 10 of these respondersigreed with this statememompared to
only a slim majority ofrespondents in the other age groups (55%).

The need for pension and social security reforms
e EU citizens were almost as liketp agreethat people in employment will be increasingly
reluctant to pay taxes and social contributions to support older peoples they were to agree

thatolder people accept the need for major pension reforms to ease the financial burden on
working-age peoplg52% vs. 48%).
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e Although respondents in Sweden and Denmark were the least likely to think that people in
employment will be increasingly reluctant to pay ta&ed social contributions to support older
people they were among the most likely to disagree thd¢r people accept that major pension
reforms are needed to the ease the burden on weakiageople.

e Almost 6 in 100f the 1524 yearolds agreed thagpeople in employment will be increasingly
reluctant to pay taxes and social contributions to suppdder people, compared to
approximately half of the older respondents

e Two-thirds of EU citizens agreed thtieir government should make it easier for older people
to continue working beyond the normal retirement agei if they so wish Only in Greece,
Italy and Slovakiawas the number of respondents who disagreed higiher equal toi the
number who agreed.

Ways in which older people contribute to sociétypoth financially and in a broader way

e More than 8in 10 respondents in almost all Member Ssasgyreed thafinancial help from
parents and grandparents is important when young adults are establighg their own
households and families The total level of agreementowever,was considerably lower in
Denmark (59%), the Netherlands (65%), the CzegpuRlic (71%) and Sweden (76%).

e A majority of respondents in all Member Statdso thought that thecontribution of older
people who care for family members or relatives is not sufficiently appreciated in their
country (the total level of agreement ramh&rom 58% in Luxembourg to 91% in Portugal)
Thosebetween 40 and 64 yeanfage were the most apt agreewith this (80% vs. 71% of the
1524 yearolds).

e A large majority(78%) of EU citizensagreed thablder people make a major contribution to
socidy via voluntary work in charitable and community organisations in their country. The
eight Member States where respondents were the least likely to wighethis statemendll
belonged to the group of countries that joined the EU in 2004 or laterigtiteceuntries where
respondents most frequently agreed were a4 enlargement countries.

e When EU citizensvere asked whethdhere are (not) enough opportunities for older and
younger people to meet, and work together, via associations and locaimmunity initiatives,
the majority view in 21 Member States was that therénatdficientopportunities.

e Only 7 in 10 of 1524 yearolds agreed that older people make a major contribution to society via
voluntary work vs.80% of the over 54 yeaolds. The oldest responder(@ver 64)werealsothe
least likely to think that there are not enough opportunities for older and younger pegete to
togethervia associations and local community initiatives.

The provision of elderly care and support by salcservices

e Almost twothirds of EU citizenghought thadoctors, nurses and professional carers in their
country are sufficiently well trained to care for the special needs of the elderlyThe total
level of agreement ranged from slightly less thari bhrespondents in Greece, Lithuania and
Estonia (46%47%) to more than 8 in 10 (82%) of respondents in Austria

e Roughly 6 in 10EU citizensdisagreed that there asaifficient social servicego support frail
older people so that they can stay livingi their own home Almost wo-thirds of interviewees
also disagreed thateople with a responsibility of care for older family members at home
receive good support from social services

e Respondents in Portugal, Bulgaria and Greece were not only amongpstalissatisfied with
support from social services for elderly people living on their own, they were also the most
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dissatisfied with social services support for individuals who leanesponsibility of caréor older
family members at hom&espondents ihuxembourg on the other handyvere the most likely to
agreethatthereare sufficient social services

e Both the youngest (under 25) and the oldest respondents (over 64) were more likely than
respondents in the other age categories to thinkhkat ae sufficient social services support
the elderly(38%6-39% vs. 30%34%)and thosevho have a responsibility of care for older family
members at hom@8%-30% vs. 23%24%).

Existing possibilities for autonomous living for elderly EU citizens

e At least 7in 10 respondents across all Member States agreednimay frail older people
cannot live autonomously because their homes are not adapted to meet their nedts total
level of agreement ranged from 70RoLiuxembourg to 95% in Portugal

e A large variabn in country resultsvas neverthelesspbservedfor the statement thatlder
people would contribute much more to society if they could move arounchore easily less
than half Czechrespondents agreed with this statement, compared to approximateit® in
Portuguese, Italians and Cypriots.

The role of publicauthorities in promoting integenerational solidarity

e More than 6 in 10 EU citizerdisagreedhat their government does a good job in promoting
better understanding between young and old only 27% of respondenti total agreed with
this proposition

e Lithuania and Belgiunwere theonly two countriesvhereat least half of interviewees agcee
with the previousstatemen{54% and 50%, respectivelyin a majority of EU Member States,
morethan6 in 10 respondentisagreed that the government does a good job in this area.

e Respondents over 64 were the most likehagoeethat the government doesgood job(32%),
with almost as many of th&5-24 yearolds agreeing 29%). The total level of agreeme
however was bwer for respondents between 25 and 64 (between 23% and 27%).

e EU citizens were, nevertheless, in agreement aboubteef public authorities in promoting
better relations between young and oldFor example,n all EU Member States (espt for the
Czech Republic), at least 85% of respondents agreedldbak authorities should support
associations and initiatives that foster stronger relations between young and older people
slightly lower proportion of Czechisbut, nevertheless, 791 agreed that this is a respsibility

Seven in 10 EU citizendisagreed thatompanies that mostlgmploy young people perform better
than those that employ peogtem different age groups36% stronglydisagreed an@4% somewhat
disagreed).

Slightly more than 6 in 10 EU citizens thought that the media exaggehsassk of a conflict
between generations: 278ronglyagreed and 34%omewhatagreed with this proposition.

Finally, in total, slightly more than half of EU citizens agreed thatheir countryplder womerare at

a greaterisk of falling into povery than older mepslightly less than a quarter (23%tyonglyagreed
that this is the case in their count@netenth of respondentsther had no opinion on the topic or did
not know what to answer.

Older peoplei their potential problems

Younger respondents did not necessarily skeler people as a burden on society the oldest
respondentsofrer 64 and retirees were the most likely to agree with this statement (25% and 22%,
respectivelycompared to, for example, 12% of-28 year-olds and 16% of 564 yearolds).
