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Summary Conclusions
 of the Informal Meeting of the Horizon 2020 Shadow configuration NMP+B

of 7 October 2013, Vilnius, Lithuania

1. Information by the Chairman:

The informal meeting was organised on the occasion of the MANUFUTURE 2013 Conference. At the beginning of the meeting the chairman Mr Herbert von Bose congratulated the Lithuanian presidency for the good organisation of the conference and the meeting. This event was attended by high level representatives from industry, national and regional MANUFUTURE partners, state bodies, companies, associations and other key stakeholders. The main purpose of the Conference was to exchange the views of the ETP MANUFUTURE community on Horizon 2020. The organisation of the NMP PC meeting as a side initiative of the MANUFUTURE could allow the members of this Programme Committee (PC) to play an active role in this important event as Governmental representatives.

2. Approval of the draft Agenda
The Draft Agenda was approved.
3.
Horizon 2020 Work Programme: 
The draft WP, in particular the PPP part, was informally discussed. On some questions of the representatives, the chairman explained that the Commission is processing the received comments on the WP and gave information on the next steps and the timing for the finalisation of the WP:

Draft LEIT NMP+B Work Programme --- especially:

a) Factories of the Future (FoF), Energy-efficient Buildings (EeB), Sustainable Process Industries (SPIRE) and contribution to Green Vehicles (GV): presentation given by L. Valles; available on CircaBc before the meeting.
Discussion:

- Who performed the final assessment and what is the meaning of the contractual arrangements? Do we know how the budget of the private part will be allocated; is the process open? The Commission explained that the final assessment of the PPPs was performed in May, information will be presented on the PPPs Info days and will be provided to the PC. The evaluations of the PPPs are done in conformity with Art. 187 and the common approach is also applicable to the ICT part. Regarding the contractual arrangements, the Commission explained that a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) will be signed with the industry for 7 years and subsequently yearly budgets will be assigned to the PPP calls. This arrangement will provide assurance to the PPPs. The Commission insists very much on full openness.

- The choice is not clear between contractual PPPs and JTIs; and for the biotechnology part and it’s funding. The FoF PPP is also meant to address resource and energy efficiency. The Commission informed the members that the establishment of the JTIs is a political decision taken by the EP and the Council, and may involve certain derogations from standard rules (whereas contractual PPPs are implemented through the Framework Programme after a Commission decision). The JTI for Biotechnology is a new initiative based on a specific justification and long industry commitment, which is also reflected in the 50:50 funding.

- Given that contractual PPPs have an influence on the Work Programme, there were concerns about how the input of the PC is taken into account for this part of the WP. There is a need to have first more open overall strategic discussion in this PC, instead of involving the PC only on the final content and wording of individual topics. There was a suggestion to organise a meeting with this PC and industry. The chairman explained that the success rate is higher if the budget is higher; in the new WP the topic descriptions will be less prescriptive. Regarding the WP, there is no difference in the involvement of this PC between the main NMP+B part and the PPPs. The PPP associations have an advisory role, as was the case under the "Recovery plan". But the comitology rules are applicable to the process on the whole NMP+B WP.  There is no difference in setting the WP for the NMP+B part and the PPP part. The chairman would welcome an orientation debate with the industry, as in the past, if this PC so wishes.

- Budget allocation missing. A MS considers it essential for the committee to discuss the detailed allocation of the budget to individual PPPs and topics. In the absence of such information, the 50% budget allocation for PPPs seems too high especially since some PPPs appear to have limited research innovation component and involvement of SMEs. In these conditions, more funding should be dedicated to the research and innovation component of the NMP+B programme where stronger involvement of SMEs as innovation drivers should be ensured. The chairman explained that the budget share for the PPPs is a political decision; the indicative budgets will be provided for the next meeting, of 18/10/2013.

- Is there a possibility to include new topics? The chairman explained that as in the past, the rule of "one topic in – in topic out" would apply. He suggested that this point be discussed at the next meeting, in connection with the budget allocation.

b) Technology readiness levels (TRLs), funding rates, and instruments: presentation given by N. Deliyanakis; available on CircaBc before the meeting.

Discussion:

- The TRL definitions are not precise. The definition should be clear; currently these are not aligned with energy and space. The chairman explained that the definitions have originated from  the KET High-level Group; however, the definitions would be extended to the whole WP, and not be specific to NMP+B (they are expected to appear in the general annexes and become the responsibility of the strategic configuration, and the Commission would update the NMP+B configuration on this point).

- There was a request to clarify the funding rate of 100% of non-profit organisations in close-to-the market innovation actions, including private Universities and CSAs. The Commission explained that the 100% funding rate (100% of eligible direct costs + 25% flat rate for indirect costs) would apply to non-profit organisations, even in the innovation actions (70% funding rate). The CSA funding rate will be 100%. This will be specified in the Rules for Participation (RfP). In this light a MS suggested producing an "executive summary" for the RfP to make the life easier for applicants.

- On the SME instrument more clarity is needed regarding the allocation of the budget, i.e. 5 or 7% of the overall budget. The Commission explained that in the first two years the NMP+B part will allocate 5% to the SME Instrument, and 7% on average over the duration of H2020. This instrument was established at the request of the EP and there is a lot of pressure to make it open. Nevertheless, as in the NMP Theme of FP7, a high SME participation is expected across the NMP+B part, and the overall target of 20% is expected to be readily attained.

-There are 3 phases; could phase 3 have a connection to public procurement, is this considered in the NMP part? What will be the success rates for phase 1 and 2 and what is the source? The Commission clarified that funding for projects goes through 2 phases and phase 3 (commercialisation) is a service support to the participants. The public procurement is currently used by the ICT part of the programme not in the NMP but we do not rule it out for the future.
