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Guidance for implementation of Regulation (EU) No 649/2012
Background
The new PIC Regulation (EU) No 649/2012, which will have to be applied as of 1 March 2014, requests in Article 6 the European Chemicals Agency (ECHA) to provide the designated national authorities of the Member States (DNAs) and industry with guidance.

In order to comply with that request, ECHA has already started working on a roadmap for guidance on the implementation of the obligations arising from Regulation (EU) No 649/2012. As agreed at the previous DNA meeting, ECHA will present the roadmap for the PIC guidance development and provide a draft list of issues that need to be addressed in the update.
Actions to be undertaken
Member States are invited to present their views on the draft list together with any proposed additions to it. Any further comments on their expectations from the guidance would be appreciated at this stage. A formal consultation of the DNAs on the content of the draft guidance will follow as part of the foreseen Guidance consultation procedure for this new guidance.
