12. ACI EUROPE co-Chair
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Welcome address – context  & adoption of the agenda
The co-Chairs welcomed the group and opened the debates. There was a short tour de table allowing members of the Task Force to introduce themselves. The agenda was adopted.
Rules applying to the Task Force as a subgroup of the Observatory on airport capacity

The European Commission presented the framework for Commission's expert groups including a set of horizontal rules applying to all Commission's expert groups, including the European Observatory on airport capacity and quality (the document is attached for reference).

Regarding the creation of sub-groups (Task Forces), it reminded the following: expert groups may establish sub-groups for the purpose of examining specific questions on the basis of a clearly defined mandate. They shall be dissolved as soon as the mandate is fulfilled. Sub-groups shall operate in accordance with the rules laid down by the expert group which creates them and the horizontal rules.

The sub-groups shall report to the group.

Also, it considered that the mandate of the Observatory already offered guidelines as to the work to be carried out by the sub-groups. In addition to that, each sub-group could define proper Terms of Reference to specify further the work.

Regarding transparency, it reminded the following: Rule 12 on the information to be transmitted to the European Parliament and Chapter IV on publication of expert groups in the Register (in particular, composition of the sub-groups meaning names of the national administrations and organisations, and activities).
Regarding secretarial services, the Commission will provide secretarial services to Task Force 3 in relation to any organisational aspect; to Task Force 1 and 2 in relation to horizontal aspects such as letter of invitation, reimbursement of travel expenses, information of the Parliament, Public Register and membership. It will ensure overall coordination between the three Task Forces and in relation to the plenary.

Terms of reference of the group and definition of a working methodology

Terms of reference of the group

Terms of Reference proposed by the Chairs were discussed at length.  It was agreed that the co-Chairs would come back to the group with a reworded section 3.4 and an updated work programme at the next meeting. Members are invited to send specific comments that they would like to see reflected in the Terms of Reference, in writing to the Co-Chairs, before 1 September. 

Methodological discussion

Members discussed with interest the various options to undertake the work of the Task Force as well as the means to reach the objectives assigned to the Task Force. 

Examples and concrete cases studies will be provided by the members of the group. The contribution of the members will also include

Mapping out of environmental regimes at airports

As part of the work programme defined by the European Commission for TF1, the group agreed to map-out existing restrictions for the following airports (case studies):

FRA, ARL, AMS, CDG, ORY, LHR, HEL, MUC (?), WAW, BCN (?)

The list above is not exhaustive and other examples are welcome.  For each of these airports and based on a template to be provided by the co-chairs (in order to ensure consistency of the data collected), the members of TF1 will document the following:

· Noise regime

· Local Air Quality regime

· Mitigation measures taken by the airport, and other entities

· Runway use of the airport = operating restrictions

Status update on ACI EUROPE economic impact study

Work undertaken by Intervistas consultancy on behalf of ACI EUROPE. Last ACI EUROPE study and methodology dates back to 2004. There were requests from ACI EUROPE members to update this study and its methodology. 

Direct – Indirect – Induced impact = modelled on national economies based on survey data.  Catalytic impact will be assessed using a methodology initiated by IATA to assess impact of connectivity.  One of the study deliverables will be to develop a tool that can be used to provide a rough assessment of the economic contribution of a particular airport.  

It will try to link the Eurocontrol Challenges of Growth traffic forecast and to provide an estimate of the economic cost associated with each scenario. The methodology is passenger-based (not ATM).  Study to be completed by January 2015, preliminary results should be available in the autumn.

The group agreed to follow closely the ACI EUROPE study and its proposed methodology, and to use it where possible/relevant to its work, along with other studies/methodologies to be proposed by the members of the group.
