Continuation of the discussion on chemical contaminants 
Discussions will be based on the questions/issues listed in the conclusions of the last meeting and further information submitted via the CIRCA newsgroup. 
WG3 participants are in particular invited to complete information with regard to existing national limits for the list of organic contaminants discussed at the first meeting.
WG3 will be invited to reflect on whether the limits for contaminants to be controlled can be modulated on the basis of the declared origin of the input materials.
5.
Continuation of the discussion on microbial contaminants, including plant pathogens
Discussions will be based on the questions/issues listed in the conclusions of the last meeting and further information submitted via the CIRCA newsgroup.

WG3 should finalise the list of "marker" microorganisms to be surveyed and establish whether the list can be modulated on the basis of the declared origin of the input materials. The maximum limits will be discussed in more detail and put in perspective with the existing limits of the Animal By-Products Directive.


WG3 will be informed about the scope of Council Directive 2000/29/EC on "protective measures against the introduction into the Community of organisms harmful to plants and plant products and against their spread within the Community" (the so-called EU "Plant Health Directive").

Continuation of the discussion on undesired plant propagules
WG3 is requested to finalise its discussion on the specific limits to be imposed on undesired plant propagules in organic soil improvers and growing media.

7.
Discussion on End of Waste Criteria 

The Commission will informWG3 on the results of internal discussions on the interpretation of Article 6 of the Waste Framework Directive. The possibility to use waste materials as input for the manufacturing of fertilisers and other product falling under the future Regulation might not be exclusively linked to compliance with the EU End-of-Waste criteria. Waste materials may be transformed in installations complying with the Integrated Pollution Prevention and Control Directive
 or its successor which will enter into force in 2014 and having received the necessary permits from the Member State authorities. The final products will, in any case have to comply with the limits for contaminants (and other requirements) that will be established in the revised Fertilisers Regulation.
8.
Review of the list of contaminants and/or limit values 

WG3 should start a discussion on possible mechanisms and criteria to review the lists of contaminants and/or limit values.
9.
Continuation of discussion on Test Methods

WG3 will discuss the information that participants provided on analytical methods (national or international) to be used to check compliance of the fertilisers and other products with the proposed limit values for the different contaminants. The costs of the methods will also be examined.

10. 
Other safety issues
In addition to the risks from contaminants, WG3 is invited to discuss other potential risks from blending different fertiliser types which could lead to specific safety or security concerns regarding certain products categories. 
WG3 will review some concrete specifications, e.g. concerning organo-mineral products where requirements regarding the maximum content of certain compounds in the mixture have been examined by CEN TC 260 to reduce the risks of explosion. 
WG3 will also discuss whether the future revised Fertilisers Regulation should address safety issues that may arise during the manufacture, the storage or the transport of fertilisers, or whether this should be left to other legislation.
