WG 2 is invited to comment the draft conclusions of its second meeting on 30.03.2012 and to answer the questions in the grey boxes. Any contribution should be posted in the WG 2 CIRCA newsgroup ahead of the next meeting. Furthermore WG2 is invited to consult the draft conclusions of WG4 meeting on 15.06.2012, because some points of disagreement appeared about the recommended forms to be declared.

Minimum nutrient content and other specific criteria for (solid and fluid) 

Inorganic, organic fertilisers, for organic soil improvers, for liming materials, for growing media
Follow-up of the discussions of the second meeting concerning the following parameters: the minimum nutrient content (e.g. for fluid fertilizers); the forms of nitrogen in organic fertilizers; the forms of phosphorus in inorganic fertilizers; the value for the minimum organic matter content for soil improvers (and for organic fertilizers); the minimum dry matter content and the maximum nutrient content for organic soil improvers; the boundary values for composts as regards N and P2O5 content; the additional requirement concerning the quantity/volume to be declared for soil improvers; the need for the determination of neutralizing value for compost and the related minimum threshold for its declaration; the need to require the determination of moisture content for liming materials; the relevance of the criteria "total N, total P, total K" for growing media (alternative CAT method).
WG 2 is also invited to discuss two possible new requirements for organic fertilizers: the determination of C/N ratio and/or the kinetics of nitrogen release to check the stability of organic matter and the behavior of the product on the field. Information on the advantages and drawbacks of each method for organic fertilizers and organic soil improvers shall be clearly identified. Alternative methods (oxygen uptake rate, Rotegrad test, self-heating test) should be discussed. 
Also, following-up the discussion at WG4 meeting, WG2 is invited to discuss a new requirement concerning the declaration of total micro-nutrient content as additional criteria for micro-nutrient fertilisers. Furthermore threshold limits for the declaration of micro-nutrient in inorganic and organic fertilizers shall be discussed to avoid systematic determination of their concentrations.

Continuation of discussion on agronomic efficacy criteria  
At the second meeting WG2 could identify 4 scenarios where agronomic efficacy testing could be required. Discussion will continue about the general need and the possible ways to spot non-well performing products in view of their removal from the market.
6. 
Continuation of discussion on possible quality criteria for the registration of plant biostimulants
Several concepts presented during the second meeting such as "functional claims", "clearing house", will be further discussed in light of the discussion of the other WGs. Extension of this approach to the additives shall also be discussed.
