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Future involvement of ECHA in PIC implementation
Background
The new PIC Regulation (EU) No. 649/2012 establishes that the European Chemicals Agency (ECHA) will be involved in the administrative, technical and scientific work relating to the implementation of the Regulation as of 1 March 2014, i.e. the date of application of that Regulation. This will most likely also involve the development of new software that would replace the current EDEXIM database. 
State of play
ECHA already started first activities in order to prepare for the new task at the management and at the technical level. This is reflected in the annual work programme for 2012 and subsequent years where activities on PIC are already addressed as well as the corresponding budget planning. In addition, ECHA already started some preparations at technical level, e.g. by contributing to the EDEXIM business analysis.
Actions to be undertaken
Member States are kindly requested to take note of the ongoing activities and to support ECHA in particular in this start-up phase, e.g. by providing as much information as possible on their experience with EDEXIM, in order to facilitate the future handover.
