� According to Article 71(1) of R1698/2005, expenditure is eligible from the current budget if paid by the paying agency 31 December 2015 at the latest (old money). Payments from the new budget can start when the current budget is exhausted or after 31.12.2015, whichever comes first (new money)


� NB: Afforestation measures consist of once-off establishment costs component, annual premium for maintenance costs and for first afforestation of agricultural land also annual income loss premium


� In 2015 beneficiaries need to apply for a new commitment either under current rules (however, baseline adapted to new situation and the content of the commitment adapted to new legislation) or under the new rules
