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2. INTERBRANCH ORGANIZATIONS IN SPAIN
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IMPLEMENTATION

1 The agricultural Interbranch Organization (IBOs) were born in 1994

under the Law 38/1994 of December 30 of that year, which

regulated the creation and actions of IBOs.

1 An IBO is made up of the Organizations which are representative
of the production, processing, marketing and food distribution . Only

one IBO can be recognized per sector or product .

1 Each of the branches of activity that make up an IBO must have a

representation of 51 % at least .
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
