Conclusions of the Resolution:

Committee for European Affairs

1. takes note of the Proposal for a Decision of the European Parliament and of the Council amending Decision No 1313/2013/EU on a Union Civil Protection Mechanism, COM(2017)772 final, Council Code 14884/17 and the Communication from the Commission to the European Parliament, the Council and the Committee of the Regions Strengthening EU Disaster Management: rescEU Solidarity with Responsibility COM(2017)773 final, Council Code 14883/17;

2. supports the Czech Government's Framework Positions to the Proposal for a Decision of the European Parliament and od the Council amending Decision No 1313/2013/EU on a Union Civil Protection Mechanism;

3. supports solidarity among Member States and European Union activities aimed at the efficient and effective disaster management in the EU under the Union's Civil Protection Mechanism, and for this purpose supports increase of financial resources to implement the Mechanism and also measures concerning prevention;

4. emphasizes that in the field of civil protection under the Article 6 TFEU the Union has only supporting competence that do not replace the competence of Member States;

5. rejects that the European Commission has the Member States capacities at its disposal and deciding on their deployment within reserved teams and assets of response capacities in the field of civil protection (so called rescEU);

6.  with regard to the above mentioned reasons considers the proposed decision COM(2017)772  contrary to the principle of subsidiarity and therefore adopts a reasoned opinion pursuant to the Article 6 on the Protocol (No 2) on the application of the principles of subsidiarity and proportionality annexed to the Treaties, 

7. disagrees with the withdrawal of the EU financial assistance on the transport costs of all other Member States capacities which would not be part of the European Civil Protection Pool;

8. calls on the European Commission to complement the Proposal for a Decision with an impact assessment;

9. calls on the Government of the Czech Republic to inform the Committee on European Affairs about the progress and results of the negotiations on these documents;	

10. nominates the Chairman of the Committee on European Affairs to submit this resolution via the Speaker of the Chamber of Deputies to the Government, to the Speaker of the Senate, to the President of the European Parliament, to the Chairman of the Council of the EU and to the Chairman of the European Commission pursuant to the Rules of Procedure of the Chamber of Deputies.
