STATEMENT ON FURTHER ACTION IN THE EUROPEAN UNION WITH REGARD TO
THE NUCLEAR POWER PLANT UNDER CONSTRUCTION IN THE ASTRAVYETS
DISTRICT, REPUBLIC OF BELARUS

15 November 2019

Vilnius

The Committee on European Affairs of the Seimas (hereinafter referred to as the Committee),

Recalling Law No XIII-306 of the Republic of Lithuania of 20 April 2017 on Necessary Measures of
Protection against the Threats Posed by Unsafe Nuclear Power Plants in Third Countries, which
provides for measures to prevent any direct access of electricity from third countries with unsafe

nuclear power plants to the electricity market of the Republic of Lithuania,

Recalling Law No XIII-451 of the Republic of Lithuania of 15 June 2017 on Recognition of the
Nuclear Power Plant under Construction in the Astravyets District, Republic of Belarus, as Unsafe
and Posing a Threat to the National Security of the Republic of Lithuania, its Environment and Public

Health,

Noting that the nuclear power plant (NPP) in the Astravyets District, Republic of Belarus, is being
constructed on the improperly selected site in the vicinity of the border with the Republic of Lithuania
and in inadmissible proximity to its capital Vilnius and constitutes an environmental, energy, military,
health, and territorial safety problem not only for Lithuania but also for the whole European Union

and therefore cannot and should not be operated,

In view of National Security Strategy No XIII-202, approved by the Seimas of the Republic of
Lithuania on 17 January 2017, which stresses that in order to ensure national environmental protection
and fulfil relevant international obligations, the Republic of Lithuania will seek, together with the
international community, that the Russian Federation and the Republic of Belarus comply with the
international and bilateral obligations with respect to nuclear safety and environmental protection,
and that infrastructure projects carried out by these countries, particularly the nuclear power plants,

do not pose any threat to the environment and the population of the Republic of Lithuania,



Noting the call by the President of the Republic of Lithuania Gitanas Nauséda to pursue EU-level
protection against the threats from unsafe nuclear power plants in third countries also by ensuring
that there is no purchase of electricity produced there. This means that the Lithuanian position on the
Astravyets NPP must be reflected in every future agreement between the EU and Belarus. The EU-
Belarus Partnership Priorities Agreement offers an opportunity to introduce specific conditions,

including respect for democratic values and nuclear safety requirements,

Stressing that in response to the EU’s concerns about the unsafe Ignalina Nuclear Power Plant,

Lithuania has closed it,

Recommends that the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Lithuania:

1. Make a clear and unambiguous request to the European Commission and the Member States to
reach an EU agreement and provide for measures to ensure that electricity from the Republic of
Belarus does not access the EU electricity market should Unit 1of the Belarusian NPP be put in

operation;

2. Ensure that, based on solidarity among EU countries, Member States take the position of the
Republic of Lithuania into account and, in view of the national security threat, the EU could restrict

its imports of electricity from Belarus;

3. Take an active effort in search of support, especially among strategic partners and neighbouring
countries; seek an agreement with Ukraine on the EU and bilateral level on limiting the imports of

electricity from the Belarusian NPP;

4. Include the Lithuanian position on the Astravyets NPP in every future EU-Belarus agreement that

may be supported by Lithuania;

5. Request support from the US for the Lithuanian position in order to ensure EU-level protection

against the threats from unsafe nuclear power plants in third countries.
