- absence of anti-nutritional factors
For the buyer

— competitive price and conditions
For the feed mill manager

— availability throughout the year

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FEFAC key messages

Supports of developing EU wide solutions to enhance
competitive production of vegetable protein sources

Industrial background is basic in value transformation

Availability of industrial by-products reduces pressure
on land compared to dedicated feed crops

There should be a place between niche market
approaches and EU wide mainstream options
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EU protein crops

The compound feed manufacturer has a role
to play in regional initiatives

Coordination of research for local initiatives
should enable economy of scale.

The overall efficiency of potential new
solutions should be assessed
