Examples of expected achievements

* Boost the viability of farms and forestry and promote a better management of natural resources. 4 400 farms will get investment
support to restructure and modernise, and 1 400 young farmers will receive support to develop their businesses.
* Almost 16 % of the region’s farmland will come under management contract to improve biodiversity and 20 000 hectares of

irrigated land will switch to more efficient irrigation systems.

* Asregards knowledge transfer and innovation, nearly 18 000 people will receive training and the region aims to support 330

cooperation projects in the framework of the European Innovation Partnership.

* Around 9 % of the funds will be used for local initiatives, aiming to create 1 800 new jobs and to improve living conditions for the
rural population, which almost one tenth of the rural population getting access to better infrastructure and services.

* The region of Aragon, located in the northeast quadrant of the Iberian Peninsula, covers an area of 47 720 km2 and has 1.4 million
inhabitants (2013) resulting in a population density of 28.2 inhabitants/km2. Aragon is considered as a strongly unbalanced territory
where more than half of the population and 53.1 % of the total gross disposable income are concentrated in the capital Zaragoza.

* Territorial imbalance is reflected in the fact that the provinces of Huesca and Teruel, which shape the Aragon rural area, only
account for 27.4 % of Gross Added Value and 27.6 % of total employment. The unemployment rate in Aragon was 18.6 % in 2012, so
lower than the national level (25 %), but higher than the EU average (10.5 %).

* The importance of the different economic sectors in terms of employment has shifted due to the economic crisis and significant

decreases where observed especially in industry and construction.
