Examples of expected achievements

* The RDP will support 85 cooperation projects including 15 operational groups under the European Innovation Partnership (EIP) for
Agricultural Productivity and Sustainability.

* The programme will provide training for about 4 000 participants from the agricultural and forestry sectors.

* The programme intends to support modernization and development projects in 2 500 agricultural holdings (10 % of the total).

* To support generational renewal the RDP will finance 1 255 young farmers’ projects (5 % of all farmers) throughout the
programming period.

* Agri-environment-climate measures are a key tool to promote new agricultural practices and will cover approximately 171 000 ha
(7.4 % of the total agricultural area) to meet the need for biodiversity, water and soil conservation.

* About 300 non-productive investment projects will be funded linked to the achievement of agri-environmental objectives.

* The programme will support 20 Local Development Strategies (LDS) which will be implemented by Local Action Groups (LAGs),
covering 45 % of the rural population.

Examples of key challenges

* The agricultural sector plays an important role in giving to the region the first place in Europe in wheat and oilseeds production.
* Tourism is also an important economic activity with 8.5 million visitors a year.

* Regarding the forestry sector, Centre-Val de Loire is the fourth region in France in terms of forest area covering 25 % of the region’s
territory.
* The region Centre - Loire Valley is classified as a ‘more developed region’.
