Examples of key challenges

* The region has 113 Natura 2000 sites which cover 31 % of the region’s area. This highlights the critical role of cultivated agricultural
land, pastures and forests in preserving biodiversity.
* The average farm income in the region is relatively low. Fruit and vegetable sectors are in a difficult economic situation due to
repeated crises in the recent years.
* Agriculture in the region is constrained by the peri-urban areas and more than half of the farms are located in urban centers or near

them.

* Besides these areas of high land pressure, the region is also characterized by a very large proportion of UAA in areas with natural
constraints (63.5 %), mainly in mountain areas.
* About 38 % of the population resides in rural and predominantly rural areas which are in deficit of services to the population
(health, culture, leisure), etc.
