Position: Adoption 

process takes to much time, lessons learnt: often more support in 

developing programs is needed; also better understanding between 

Commission and Regions; demand for compliance with the principle of 

partnership (Code of Conduct) and demand for more transparency (for 

example measure fiches, explanatory notes, guidelines)

 First discussion on necessary Simplification and on Consistence of all 

programms

 Special instruments: EIP, LEADER and CLLD

Position: More best practice, more exchange and keep it simple!

 Financial Instruments (FI) in rural development programs and Investment 

Plan for Europe. Position: FI important, but no a replacement for grants; 

projects in rural regions have to be part on the Investment Plan for 

Europe; COSME a useful additional FI for SME particularly for farmers
