The number of hours dedicated to language learning depends on the school form and 
the attended grade.
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Firstly, the reference date of counting (enrolment at the end of the school year) is 
different from enrolment data. However, the reference date for ages is the same as in 
the ENRL questionnaire.
Moreover, in addition to the exclusion of special schools and international schools non-
regular students (a temporary status of pupils, who do not understand the instruction 
language; valid at most for 2 years) are not covered. This affects especially ISCED 1. 
Furthermore health sector programmes (included in ISCED 35) are not covered.

School subjects (such as learning a first, second or third foreign language) are laid 
down for each type of school in the respective curriculum.
