Data gathered by the Ministry of Interior is provided on annual 
basis to National Statistical Institute for production of statistics according to international requirements.  Data on seasonal workers whose stay do not exceed 90  days is provided by the National employment agency (Ministry of labour 
and social policy).

Data on Intra-Corporate Transfers under Article 24 of Directive 2014/66/EU
Legal framework relevant for Intra-Corporate transfers statistics are Articles 33p and 33t of the LFRB where the Directive 2014/66/EU is transposed. Data gathered by the Ministry of Interior is provided on annual basis to National 
Statistical Institute for production of statistics.  The National revenue agency and the National employment agency provide information on the employment by economic sectors. Up to 2021 data on transferee position is not available.
