Bovine register
The information in the Bovine Register is based on notifications by keepers of cattle on events concerning the bovine animals they own or possess, such as births, deaths, sales, purchases and transfers. Register maintain Finnish Food Authority. Notifications must be submitted to the register within seven days of the event. Event notifications are listed in Table 1. Information and notification in the Bovine Register is used in agricultural support systems, for example, and any errors may lead to the loss of support. 
To the register the birth of a calf, its keeper must submit the following information on the animal to the register:
· code of agricultural holding or customer code 
· identification of holding
· identification code of the animal
· date of birth
· sex 
· breed 
· purpose 
· identification code of dam 
· identification code of sire  

Keepers of cattle can submit their notifications using PC software and over the Internet. In addition, information can be submitted by calling an automated telephone service or customer service and by mailing or faxing forms.

Almost all of the information on the numbers of bovine animals in the categories specified in Regulation 1165/2008 is available directly from the Bovine Register. The only information that is not available directly from the Bovine Register is the number of calves for slaughter, which has to be estimated on the basis of historical information. This estimate is based on information on the average number of calves under a year-old living on farms as at 1 December that were slaughtered before the age of one year. Data on calves slaughtered under the age of one year can be output from the Bovine Register. 

The information on the number of bovine animals can be considered to be reliable due to the comprehensive scope of the Bovine Register and the monitoring of its correctness.

Data on individual bovines’ slaughter date and slaughter weights are sent to the register by slaughterhouses.

There is copy of Bovine register data which is available to the statistical purposes in database.  Data is updated daily. Data on slaughtering (heads and kilos) is run by SAS from database monthly. Data is run from database for reference month and previous months of the present year, if data has updated for previous months after last statistics release.










Sheep and goat register

Sheep and goat register maintain Finnish Food Authority. Register contain all individual sheep and goat in Finland. Data in the sheep and goat register based on notifications by keepers of sheep and goat. Animal keepers report births, sales, purchases, transfer and deaths within seven days of the event except births within six months of the event. Keepers of sheep and goats can submit their notifications using web application or by phone, by email or by post.

To register the birth of a sheep and goat, its keeper must submit among other things the following information on the animal to the register:
· code of agricultural holding or customer code 
· identification of holding
· identification code of the animal
· date of birth
· sex 
· breed 
· purpose of animal (meat production, milk production etc.)
· identification code of dam 

When sheep and goat leave from animal keeper, it has to report to the register and used codes: 
Sold for slaughter, sold to other farmers, slaughtered on farm, died, disappeared, exported or put down on the farm.

Information and notification in the sheep and goat register is used in agricultural support systems, and for example any errors may lead to the loss of support.

Sheep and goat slaughtered in slaughterhouses, notifications on individual sheep’s and goats’ slaughter date and slaughter weights are sent to the register by slaughterhouses.

There is copy of sheep and goat register data which is available to the statistical purposes in database.  Data is updated daily. Data on slaughtering (heads and kilos) is run by SAS from database monthly. Data is run from database for reference month and for previous months of the present year, if data has updated for previous months after last statistics release.
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
