Comments on countries’ specific metadata on Ukrainian data collection from 2021 census

I General notes
A voluntary data collection based on preliminary census data. Besides that, there are several possible reasons for low level of completeness, such as:
· the granularity of the tables (it is higher than in any EU census hypercube), 
· the small size of the target sub-population, 
· confidentiality issues and/or statistical disclosure control still ongoing in countries,
· [bookmark: _GoBack] 2021 census data not yet available at national level.
II Country specific metadata
1. Variables
 1.1 ‘AGE‘ group
· Finland, Luxembourg, Spain, Sweden presented data by single age group.
· Austria, Belgium, Norway and Portugal presented data by 5- years’ age group.
2. Geographical distribution
· Austria, Sweden provided data up to NUTS 2 level, therefore data on NUTS 3 level is not available.
· Norway provided data at NUTS 3 level with confidentiality flags and therefore aggregation not done for NUTS 2 and NUTS 1.
3. Confidentiality
· Statistical disclose control is applied to the datasets from Finland, Norway.
4. Data sources
· Luxembourg: COC, LMS based on data taken from Population Register, data will be revised in 2023, after 2021 census data dissemination on the COC and LMS topics.
· Belgium: Delivered preliminary results on citizenship topic.

II Quality concerns
