The relative standard errors are calculated together with the estimates. The relative standard error, otherwise also known as variation coefficient is the relation between the standard error of the estimate and it’s mean. More often, the relative standard error is used, calculated by formula:

For the preparation of the FSS 2016 sample and estimating characteristics, the SAS software was used. Thus the procedure SURVEYMEANS was used to estimate the relative standard error.
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
