The Statistical Office of the Republic of Slovenia draws attention to less precise estimates by flagging them with a special sign or by not publishing them at all.

1. If the table contains estimated population totals of (continuous) variables (e.g. the value of web sales), publishing limitations are determined by the relative standard errors or the coefficients of variation (CV). In such cases it holds:
 If the coefficient of variation (CV) of the estimate is:
- 10% or below (CV <= 10%) the estimate is of acceptable precision and is published without limitations;
 - in the interval from 10% and up to 30% (10% < CV <= 30%) the estimate is less precise and is flagged for caution with letter M;
 - over 30% (CV > 30%), the estimate is too imprecise to be published and therefore suppressed for use by letter N.
 
2. If the table contains estimated number of units with certain characteristics (e.g. the extent of ICT usage), publishing limitations are determined by the standard errors of the estimates (SE) of the proportions. In such cases it holds:
If the standard error (SE) of the estimate of a proportion is:
- 0.05 or below (SE <= 0.05) the estimate is of acceptable precision and is published without limitations;
- in the interval from 0.05 and up to 0.15 (0.05 < SE <= 0.15) the estimate is less precise and is flagged for caution with letter M;
[bookmark: _GoBack]- over 0.15 (SE > 0.15), the estimate is too imprecise to be published and therefore suppressed for use by letter N.
