re-identification
	Model is revised at least once a year, preferably with the  revisions of non-adjusted data. Ad-hoc, exceptionally, some adjustments are made for individual models like ARIMA model or outlier checks, depending on quality measures and real situation.

For update, we use the option “Partial concurrent adjustment – Parameters” as default.

ARIMA model is usually found automatically, then fixed and checked next months. If needed, manual adjustments are tested and applied to improve quality characteristics of the model.

	Parameters / factors re-estimation
	Number of regressors, the way of decomposition, and the Easter effect factor are usually not changed within routine practice; however are checked and might be adjusted in the annual revisions if needed.
