	Breaks in time series are likely, due to the implementation of Regulation 692/2011. The Regulation covers all "rented accommodation" for local kind-of-activity units who deploy activities under NACE 55.1, 55.2 and 55.3, while Directive 95/57 (data until 2011) used the different concept of "collective accommodation" which was not entirely compatible with NACE. This change may create differences in the scope of observation especially for “Holiday and other short-stay accommodation” (NACE 55.2).

	Nautical ports have no longer been considered reporting units or types of accommodation facilities in the monthly survey on tourist arrivals and nights. This happened because of the implementation of the new Sojourn Tax Act (NN, Nos. 152/08 and 59/09), which prescribes how to report sojourns on vessels. 

Nautical ports were included into data “other collective accommodation” from 2001 to 2009.

Break in time series – data on arrivals and nights spent in tourist accommodation establishments is not comparable with previous year - since 2012, the scope of observation has been enlarged and covers all rented accommodation while until 2011, the rooms for rent, apartments, studio apartments, summer houses that are rented by households, were not included.
