The Regulation covers all "rented accommodation" for local kind-of-activity units who deploy activities under NACE 55.1, 55.2 and 55.3, while Directive 95/57 (data until 2011) used the different concept of "collective accommodation" which was not entirely compatible with NACE. This change may create differences in the scope of observation especially for “Holiday and other short-stay accommodation” (NACE 55.2).

The holiday dwellings and the camping sites report their statistics in the form of unit nights. Unit nights are however converted to number of guest nights based on empirical studies, indicating that an average family/travel company sharing a hut consists of three people. From 2004, some larger holiday dwellings with larger huts report number of guest nights instead. These holiday dwellings accommodate families/travel companies of more than three people. This has affected the comparability from 2003 to 2004

Reduced scope of observation for the monthly data on arrivals, nights spent and occupancy rates: small establishments are excluded.
The Norwegian island group Svalbard is not part of the NUTS regions. Svalbard is thus only included in the totals for Norway (national figures) but not in the NUTS-level.
