Die Schweinebestédnde in der EU-25 entwickeln sich deutlich unterschiedlich
zwischen den neuen Mitgliedstaaten, wo die Bestédnde deutlich fallen, und der
EU-15, wo der Bestand ziemlich stabil ist. Die Preise sind in den letzten 3
Jahren, seit den Spitzen im Jahr 2001, weitgehend stabil geblieben.

Der Schweinbestand setzt seinen allmahlichen Riickgang fort

Der Schweinbestand in der EU-25 betrug im Dezember 2004 151,7 Millionen
Tiere, wie die letzten Schatzungen der Mitgliedstaaten ergeben haben. Dies
ist 0,7% weniger als im Vorjahr. Die grofdten Rickgange gibt es in vier der
neuen Mitgliedstaaten: Slowakei (-20,4%), Ungarn (-17,4%), Slowenien (-
13,9%) und die Tschechische Republik (-11,9%). Der Bestand in der EU-15
ist um 1,3% gestiegen, wobei die starksten Zunahmen fur Spanien (+ 5,4%),
Portugal (+ 4,4%), die Niederlande (+ 3,5%) und Déanemark (+ 3,4%)
verzeichnet werden.

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Schweineproduktion stabil

Fir die Schweineproduktion der EU-25 wird eine leichte Abnahme (-0,6%) im
Jahr 2005 erwartet. Die erwarteten Anderungen reichen von -9,4% in Ungarn
und -8,2% in der Slowakei bis zu + 12,8% in Estland und + 6,1% in den
Niederlanden.
